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Club Etiquette For Junior Members

1. Be considerate of others.

2. No pushing or throwing peoples into the water from the dock area

3. As a matter of safely, DO NOT RUN on Club Property

4. To Keep loss of gear to a minimum, mark your boat number and name on all removable gear, with a permanent marker or metal engraver 

5. No playing on the Flag Pole at any time.

6. Keep bikes on racks. No riding around the Clubhouse

7. No Abusive Language

8. No climbing on, or going in the Tower

9. Help Keep the club area clean

10. Help keep the boat garden clean

11. Juniors are only allowed to use the outside restrooms

Balboa Bay Fleet Invitationals

Almost every Tuesday and Thursday afternoon during the Junior Summer Sailing Program, the LIYC sailors participate in the Balboa Bay Fleet Invitational’s. Lido Isle participates with Balboa, Bahia Corinthian, Balboa Island and Newport Harbor Yacht Club’s Junior Sailing Programs. The two-day Invitationals rotate between the hosting clubs. LIYC usually runs their Invitationals from the Lido tower. The results are posted on the bulletin board outside the boardroom, and the scores are announced in a weekly newsletter.

This is a great opportunity to move up during the regular sailing week. C3s will begin racing the second week of the program. 

Moving-Up Rules

The Balboa Bay Fleet is using the same moving-up rules for the Summer Invitationals and weekend regattas. These rules are located in the parent manual, and we will be announcing who moves up each week in the newsletter.

Sir Joseph Porter Regatta

Lido Isle Yacht Club is known for the Sir Joseph Porter Regatta. Every year we host this fun regatta and the 2010 dates are Tuesday and Thursday, July 6th and 8th. C3s will have a one-day Sir Joseph Porter Regatta on Wednesday, July 7th. All the sailors, including the C3s, return to LIYC for refreshments and the “Old Salt” trophies on Thursday, July 8th. This regatta is worth coming out to watch.
Sabot II North Championship

This summer the Sabot II North Championship will be sailed at Alamitos Bay Yacht Club on Wednesday, July 21th. Sailors 11 and under will be encouraged by their instructors to participate in this event. About 80 sabot sailors from L.A. to Dana Point will be racing in color flights and there will be approximately three or four races. Ten trophies will be awarded along with a separate award for the youngest skipper. Participation awards are given to all sailors and LIYC’s competitors are acknowledged at the Trophy Dessert held at the end of the summer. The top ten skippers in this event join the top ten skippers from the Sabot II South Championship and are invited to participate in the Sabot II Invitational at Bahia CorintianYacht Club on Wednesday, July 28.

Sabot Junior National Championship

This year the Junior Sabot Nationals will be hosted by Mission Bay Yacht Club in San Diego, August 9th-12th. We will be sending as many kids as possible to compete so save these dates. This year there is an extra $75 fee to help cover the cost of coaching at Sabot Nationals, so please let us know as soon as possible if your child will be attending.  We also need to make sure that there’s enough trailers space for those attending, and we will need drivers for the trailers. Ashley Simpson will be coaching Sabot Nationals this year.

Weekend Regattas 

Regattas are run almost every weekend throughout the summer program. While Lido hosts several of these (Jr. Commodore’s Cup, Mid Summer Regatta, and the All Girl Regatta), many are hosted by other clubs in the bay or out of town. Please check the calendar to plan around these regatta dates so we can get as much participation in them as possible.  Some key ones to keep in mind are the Summer Gold Cup and Flight of the Lasers at Newport Harbor Yacht Club, Junior Olympics (CFJ/Laser) at Santa Barbara Yacht Club, Dutch Shoe Marathon at SDYC, and CFJ Nationals at Alamitos Bay Yacht Club. Let us know if you will be racing. Our coaching staff will support you.

Dick Sweet Team Races

Each club names a Sabot team racing team of three sailors with one alternate. The team travels to San Diego, Newport Harbor and Alamitos Bay Yacht Club to participate against other yacht clubs. Scores are kept and the winners are acknowledged at the end of the series.

Team racing is very different from normal racing, and is a great opportunity for young sabot sailors. It is very popular in college and even high school sailing.  

Parents will be needed to transport the trailer to and from San Diego and Alamitos Bay.

CFJ Regattas

The CFJs have two important away regattas this summer. Santa Barbara Yacht Club is hosting the Junior Olympics July 15th -18th, and Alamitos Bay Yacht Club is hosting CFJ Nationals July 30 – August 1st. The first day of each of these regattas is a practice day, as well as registration and weigh-in. CFJ coach Brian Hoover will be attending these events to coach LIYC participants. For those not attending, class will be held as normal.

Balboa Bay Fleet

The Balboa Bay Fleet sponsors the Bay Fleet Champs, ‘C’ Champs, and Race Week. 

Bay Champs and ‘C’ Champs will be held on July 27th and July 29th. CFJs,, and Sabot A, B, and C1s, will be racing the Bay Fleet Champs held in the turning basin and hosted by NHYC?LIYC.  Sabots C2 and C3 will be hosted by BCYC?BYC at ‘M’ mark. All sailors must follow the weight rules to race in the Bay Fleet Champs. No weights are required in the ‘C’ Champs.

Race Week is scheduled for Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday,  August 3-5. Race Week trophies will be awarded at Newport Harbor Yacht Club on Thursday, August 5th, at 3:00pm.

Tuesday Nite Flights
At 6:00pm every Tuesday throughout the summer there are Nite Flight hosted by LIYC. Two coaches will be provided every evening to assist the sailors during and after all races. Please be sure to stop by for the tostado dinner and to cheer the racers on, or to participate in the races yourself.

Friday Adult Races and Barbecues

LIYC members and their off island friends are invited to attend the Friday night races and barbecue at the Lido Isle Clubhouse. Hors d’oeuvres, drinks, salad, and dessert are served. You bring your own meat to put on the grill. Bocci ball is played on the lawn for those of you not racing. The younger children ages 2-11, of parents enjoying the barbecue play in the garden room where there is pizza, games, a television and hired sitters to keep an eye on them. Family night is Friday, July 9, 2010.
LIYC Racing Team Criteria – Special Recognition


A racing tee shirt is awarded to the LIYC sailor who meets these criteria:

1. Raced in at least two regattas outside of this bay 

2. Participated in Junior Sabot Nationals, or a Laser or CFJ regatta where you have demonstrated team spirit and effort.

3. Has participated in a Sabot II Championship Regatta – if applicable

4. Is able to demonstrate experienced racing abilities- i.e. knowledge of rules, knowledge of other bays, ability to tie your boat onto a trailer etc.

Label All Your Boat Parts

Everything gets lost in the summer! Please label all of your boat parts with a permanent marker. This also includes your life jacket, tee shirt, towels, shorts, toys, etc.

Sabot Sails, Boats and Dollies

Every sabot hull has a number. This same number is also put on the sail. If you acquire a sail during the summer from some other family, please remove their number and put your boat’s numbers on the sail. This is very, very important. We have approximately 160 sabot sailors racing and they all have their own number. If your sail doesn’t have a number call Jill Hallett (949-400-7919), Sabot Secretary to purchase a number. Ullman Sails sells numbers and will remove and put on a new number for a fee.

Weekly Packets

Instead of sending weekly packets home with the sailors (which seldom reach their destination), we have decided to make the Weekly Packets electronic. Every Friday each parent will be emailed information regarding the program. This will include a newsletter about the program and a weekly evaluation of how your sailor is doing in the program.

Junior Bulletin Board

Check out the junior bulletin board for upcoming junior activities! The bulletin board is located outside the boardroom, right around the corner from the senior yacht club bulletin board. Please note the sailing and social events which will be posted.

Safety

Safety is of prime importance to our program. All boats must have the required equipment. It is also strongly recommended that juniors wear a hat or visor, sunglasses, and sunscreen everyday.  

Life Jackets

Each child is required to properly wear a Coast Guard approved Personal Flotation Device (PFD) at all times while on the water. 

Swim Test

All sailors, regardless of age or numbers of years in the program, will be required to take a swim test on the first day of class. The swim test will be given in the bay, sailors must be able to swim 25 yards and tread water for two minutes. 

Attendance

Prompt arrival and continuous attendance are important to the success of a good sailing program. Juniors who arrive late delay the entire class and disrupt the carefully scheduled rigging times. During scheduled class time the sailor is the responsibility of the instructor and must remain with the class. Please remember that on race days the unrigging times will vary according to wind conditions and race venue. If a junior is away, ill, or will be arriving late, Please notify the Junior Office. Sailors with discipline or irreparable boat problems will be required to go home. 

 Instructor Appreciation Week 
For the second time in our program, the sixth week will be the Instructor Appreciation Week.  This is the time to show our instructors how much we appreciate their hard work and effort. Please mark this on your calendars.
What should My Sabot have?

A “Complete Sabot” should have the following:

Hardware

	Hull
	Look for holes or large cracks. Flotation.

	Mast
	Aluminum, wood, fiberglass, Carbon Fiber

	Boom
	Attached to the mast with a gooseneck.  Should have at least two blocks (pulleys) for the mainsheet and boom vang.

	Sail
	Nothing fancy.  No rips or tears.  Two battens in the sail.

	Leeboard
	Usually wood or fiberglass.

	Leeboard Handle
	Get one that floats.  Have a back up, as these are easily lost.

	Rudder
	Usually wood or fiberglass.  Make sure it fits onto the pintals properly.

	Tiller
	Usually wood, with a tiller extension.  Make sure that it fits onto the rudder properly.


Lines

	Mainsheet
	3/16” or 1/4” line – 20 feet long

	Outhaul
	3/16” or 1/4” line – at least 12 feet long

	Downhaul
	3/16” or 1/4” line – at least 7 feet long

	Boom Vang
	3/16” or 1/4” line – at least 10 feet long

	Painter (Bow line)
	1/4” line –  at least 20 feet long


Other Equipment

	Bailer
	Clorox, detergent or plastic orange juice container with the bottom cut out.

Make sure that it is tied into the boat.

	Paddle
	Old ping pong or Smash ball paddle works great.

	Life Jacket
	Any Coast Guard approved jackets.

	Sun Protection
	Hat, Sunglasses, Sunscreen, Water Bottle


NOTE: Your first name, last name, and sail number should be on EVERYTHING that you bring to the club.

She was a member of Corona del Mar's Varsity sailing team which finished 4th at 2009 Pacific Coast Championships, and qualified for both fleet race and team race Nationals all four years. Heather recently competed in the ISAF Youth Qualifier (420s) and finished 3rd, earning a spot on the US Youth Team and qualified for the 2009 International 420 World Championships in Riva del Garda, Italy this summer. She is also the 4th place National Champion of the 2008 U.S. Junior Women's Double-handed championship, and is a SCYYRA Racing Team Member.  

Disciplinary Action

1. The sailing instructor will handle situations with the individual.

2. Continued abuse of Club Etiquette will result in a conference with the Junior 

       Sailing Director and constructive punishment.

3. Parents will be called if a problem continues.

4. If warranted, the facts will be submitted in writing and presented to a             committee of the Vice Commodore of LIYC, the Sailing Committee, and the Junior Sailing Director.  The Committee will take action promptly and parents can appeal if so desired.

Sabot Classification (Moving-Up Rules) 

 Sabot B – The first place skipper shall move up to the Sabot A class, if there are at least 20 starters from 3 or more yacht clubs.  If there are at least 40 starters (from 3 or more yacht clubs), the first and second place skipper will move up. There are a maximum of two skippers allowed to move up to sabot As in any one race (20:1)

Sabot C1 – The first place skipper shall move up to the Sabot B class if there are at least 10 starters in all of the races, from three or more yacht clubs. If there are at least 20 starters in all the races, the first and second place skippers shall move up to the sabot B class. If there are at least 30 starters, the first, second, and third place skippers will move up to sabot Bs. If there are at least 40 starters, the first, second, third, and fourth place skippers shall move up to the Sabot B class (10:1)

Sabot C2 – The first place skipper shall move up to the Sabot C1 class if there are at least 10 starters in all of the races from 3 or more yacht clubs. If there are at least 20 in all of the races, the first and second place skippers shall move up to the sabot C1 class. If there are at least 30 starters, the first, second and third place skippers shall move up to the C1 class. (10:1)

Sabot C3 – The first place skipper shall move up to the Sabot C2 class if there are at least 5 starters in all of the races, from three or more yacht clubs. If there are at least 10 starters in all the races, the first and second place skippers shall move up to the sabot C2 class. If there are at least 15 starters, the first, second, and third place skippers will move up to sabot C2s. If there are at least 20 starters, the first, second, third, and fourth place skippers shall move up to the Sabot C2 class. If there are at least 25 starters, the first, second, third, fourth, and fifth place skippers shall move up to the Sabot C2 class. (5:1)

These rules are standardized among the Balboa Bay Fleet and the International Naples Sabot Association (INSA), and are non-negotiable.

Junior Perpetual Trophies

Commodore M.A. Anderson Trophy: Junior member performing some distinguished service or accomplishment, a heroic deed, or sustained outstanding service related to yachting, seamanship, or nautical activity.

Commodore Kinglsey: Junior girl most distinguished

Rich Marsellus Memorial Trophy: Junior Boy most distinguished

Dede Sorenson Memorial Trophy: Displaying quality of stick-to-it-ness and fortitude under adversity.

Lido Isle Commodore Hinshaw Trophy: Awarded to the LIYC Sailor or Sailors who perform the best in Sabot II North Championship and in the Sabot II Invitational.

Lido Loyalty: Jr. Sailor who sails the most for LIYC all year long.

Hole in the Head Trophy: Most unusual sailor in the Junior Program

Lido Isle Yacht Club Sportsmanship Trophy: Awarded to the person, non-recipient of another perpetual trophy, who has shown the finest example of sportsmanship.

Junior Director Perpetual: Jr. Summer Sailing Low Point in each class – CFJ, Laser, Sabot A, B, C1, C2, C3, and Novice.

Commodore Niblo Starboard Yard Trophy: Junior Most helpful to the Junior Sailing Committee and Booster Chair.

Lido Isle Junior Yacht Club Achievement Award: Awarded by the Juior yacht Club Board to the junior who isn’t on the board, and who devotes the most energy and attention to the junior program.

Carol Dingle Memorial Trophy: Awarded by the Junior Yacht Club Board to the person who has contributed the most to the Jr. Program, while ot serving in an official capacity

Staff Commodore Pickens Perpetual: Best LIJYC Low point, in any class, in the Jr. Commodore’s Cup Regatta, Five boats make a class

Commodore McCormick Lido Challenge Perpetual Cup: Awarded to either the Senior Club or the Junior Club, whichever one wins the Lido Challenge Cup Regatta (Awarded alternating years)

Commodore Thompson Teamwork Award: Winner of the Junior/Senior Team Race (Awarded alternating years)

Commodore Rhodes Perpetual: Best LIYC performance in CFJ Nationals

Commodore Grimes Trophy: Awarded to the LIYC Skipper with the best performance at Junior Olympic

Goldie Joseph Trophy: LIYC Jr. Sabot C1 low point in the All Girl Regatta
