Also a letter to the Vestry of St. James Church for the use of their chairs.”

The Lido Junior Sailing Foundation

Did you know… that the Lido Junior Sailing Foundation (“the Foundation”) contributed over $9,000 to promote junior sailing in Orange County last year and over $31,000 the past three years? You can be proud of the work that the Foundation has already accomplished on behalf of junior sailing, and the best is yet to come.

This year the Foundation contributed over $4,700 to the Balboa Bay Fleet for junior sailing activities, junior trophies throughout the year, software, with total contributions since 2004 nearly $10,000. The Foundation is a California non-profit public benefit corporation recognized by the Internal Revenue Service under section 501(c)3 of the Internal Revenue Code. Contributions to the Foundation are deductible as charitable contributions to the extent permissible by the Internal Revenue Code.

The purpose of the Foundation is to support sailing, seamanship and life skills, including sportsmanship, teamwork, community service and safety, for youths and young adults in Orange County regardless of race, color, creed, religion or national origin.

The Foundation can provide support to other non-profit public benefit organizations, non-selective membership organizations open to the general public, and directly to suppliers of products or services in support of our purposes. The Foundation does not provide funding or travel reimbursement for individuals.

Examples of activities which the Foundation supports are high school and college sailing teams; nonexclusive sailing organizations (U.S. Sailing, INSA, Balboa Bay Fleet, Sea Scouts); instructor training courses; CPR, first aid and other water safety programs; racing, sailing or seamanship training, courses, lectures or clinics; Olympic campaigns, purchase of equipment, trophies, services or supplies used in such training or regattas open to Orange County junior sailors.

There are about 100 moorings in Emerald Bay operated by the Island Company, but about 40 of the Corsair members lease moorings and will not be using theirs for our assigned weekend. Therefore, all of those Corsair member moorings are usually available for assignment by the harbor patrol, on a first come first served basis. It is suggested that we send a list in advance to the Isthmus Harbor office giving the names, sizes, types, and arrival times for those boats that notify us that they are planning to go on this cruise.

The Corsair Cove facilities are located at the Western end of Emerald Bay, about 100 yards down the beach from the Boy Scouts facilities. The access to the cove is by dinghy, with a sand and gravel beach right in front of the facilities (no Dinghy Dock at the cove). There are also some large floodlights that will light up the cove for you viewing pleasure while you enjoy the fire pit for a bonfire after the Saturday night BBQ dinner. There is also a lighted path from the cove up to “Eagles Nest,” where the view is extraordinary both day and night.

(Try the scallop appetizer and the short ribs!) When I can’t recruit friends to dine there, I will sometimes stop in and get an order to go to enjoy at home. The best night to go is Tuesday. There is no corkage fee for bringing your own wine that night if you bring your own stemware, which always works for me. The cost is not overly expensive, the food is generally lower in fat and cholesterol than many places, and probably the best in town, at least for the price. And it’s not terribly busy there. While reservations are always best, you can often walk in and find an available table. Mishiko, the proprietress, doesn’t advertise, preferring a word of mouth reputation. So here is the word: go there! And, if it’s Tuesday, call me! I’ll bring a fantastic wine.

This month’s wine tip

Summer time is Chardonnay time. And with the barbeques coming up, I want to throw out a couple wine buying tips so you can enjoy good wine at reasonable prices.

First, I know many people like to buy their wines at Trader Joe’s. Yes you can find some inexpensive and acceptable wines there and, if you’re in there as often as I am to buy groceries, it is certainly convenient.

But as I have mentioned before, an even better place to shop for good bargains is Long’s Drugs on 17th. They have an excellent selection of inexpensive new releases as well as some of the upper-end stuff. And their prices are usually better. 

For instance, the 2003 Meridian Santa Barbara Chardonnay, which Vons had “on sale” for $7.49 last week was at Long’s for $5.99. The Wine Spectator gives it an 84. I say buy a case, and if they actually let me pick out any of the wines this summer, I’ll get some for Friday nights.

Same with the 2003 J. Lohr Arroyo Seco Chardonnay. Normally at $15.00, Longs had it for $9.99. I bought two cases of it and it’s half gone already. A great wine for serving at parties, since people who come to my house frequently have been spoiled rotten.

If you want to spend a little more, go for the Evans and Tate 2004 Chardonnay from Western Australia for $16.99, or the 2003 Domaine Drouhan “Arthur” Chardonnay from Oregon at $19.99. These last two I have secured for Men’s Club events and everyone liked them, especially the Drouhan.

Go in there on a Friday or Saturday and ask for Tom McGrath, their savvy wine department manager and tell him I sent you. For large purchases, he can sometimes negotiate an even better price.

This month’s wine tip - Len Davis - LIYC Wine steward

In past issues, I have mentioned the practice of bringing wine into restaurants. Since I admit to having a few choice bottles, I find it is not only more economical to do this, but practical. With a large collection, one must find occasions to drink up. This is especially true if you eat out often.

Most restaurants will charge a 50% to a 200% mark-up on wine. Even if you have to pay a corkage fee of anywhere from $10 to $25, it's probably worth it. But here are a few tips.

First, it's always better to ask forgiveness rather than permission. As Nike says, “Just do it.” I've been so bold as to take in my own corkscrew and have the bottle already open and on the table before they can say anything.

Second, it's always good to have a few places where you go where you know it's okay, cultivate a relationship with the servers, and I ALWAYS offer them a taste, especially if it's something stunning. Sometimes they're really nice and waive the fee.

Third, it's not a bad idea to have a wine tote bag, instead of clutching a paper bag as you walk in the front door. It looks a little more professional in my view. I also take my wine glasses, too. (another good reason for the tote bag) A few restaurants carry the Reidel or Speiglau glasses--ask for one--but most don't. I've spoiled myself so I consider it a necessity. More than once, the waiters have admired the glasses and even offered to wash them.

Finally, if they waive the corkage fee (or sometimes charge you only once for multiple bottles) pad the tip accordingly.

Some local spots where you can go without fees: Pinot Provence, up near South Coast Plaza. No fees at all! (And they have the good glasses, too!) Same with Bandera in Corona Del Mar. (Get there early, it gets hopping by 6:30!) Memphis, on Bristol, has a free corkage on Monday. Nesai's, on Riverside Drive near the post office has a Tuesdays free corkage, but you MUST bring your own stemware. (if you haven't been there yet, you MUST try it, even if you don't bring wine.) Golden Truffle in Costa Mesa has a Wednesday free corkage night.

As for those restaurants which charge or overcharge, you probably won't see me there too often.

WEEKEND CRUISE TO EMERALD BAY, CATALINA

Skippers and mates, our end of the summer adventure scheduled for August 26-28 will soon be here and everything is pointing to the chance for a great weekend together at Corsair Yacht Club’s Emerald Bay Facility. Each year, over a dozen other yacht clubs have made a cruise to Corsair Cove at Emerald Bay, and this year Commodore Phil Ramer has made it possible for you to join in this tradition.

There are about 100 moorings in Emerald Bay operated by the Island Company, but about 40 of the Corsair members lease moorings and will not be using theirs for our assigned weekend. Therefore, all of those Corsair member moorings are usually available for assignment by the harbor patrol, on a first come first served basis. It is suggested that we send a list in advance to the Isthmus Harbor office giving the names, sizes, types, and arrival times for those boats that notify us that they are planning to go on this cruise.

The Corsair Cove facilities are located at the Western end of Emerald Bay, about 100 yards down the beach from the Boy Scouts facilities. The access to the cove is by dinghy, with a sand and gravel beach right in front of the facilities (no Dinghy Dock at the cove). The facility has clean, drinkable water, HOT WATER SHOWERS, and two flushing toilets. There are ample picnic tables, basic cleaning supplies, cooking utensils, and some 120 volt AC convenience outlets. There are also some large floodlights that will light up the cove for you viewing pleasure while you enjoy the fire pit for a bonfire after dinner. And we are told, that if you follow the lighted path from the cove up to “Eagles Nest”, the view is extraordinary both day and night.

As an added attraction, Commodore Ramer has arranged to have jeeps available on Saturday for a tour of the island. You will be able to visit the areas where the Catalina Island Fox and the island’s bald eagles live, the airport, the native plant nursery, and the windward beaches. Also, you can get some off road experiences which take in the island interior and the seascapes at the coast. The price for the jeep tours will be discounted by 50% to a cost of $40 per person and you can be out on the island as long as you like. Lunch options include a brown bag lunch at $10 per head or a stop at the airport where you can purchase a meal at the restaurant.

If all this sounds too good to pass up you will need to get your name on the reservation list as soon as possible. Please let us know if you plan on taking your boat for the event, and if you have room to add any additional weekenders on your boat. There will be a reminder coming out in the next Islander but it would be best to get your spot early.

Janet Kittridge Shaw has never had a boring or ordinary life. She was born in Detroit , Michigan and grew up in Royal Oak , Michigan . Janet graduated from Albion College in Albion , Michigan in 1942 with a degree in Sociology with two minors in Math and Psychology. After college she briefly taught pre-school for children of Rosie the Riveters. Janet was bored with this job and wanted to do something for the war effort. She did not want to be Rosie the Riveter or raise a Victory Garden , so in the summer of 1943 she enlisted in the Marines. She went to Boot Camp at Camp Lejeune , North Carolina and then her next post was in Atlanta , Georgia where she was in Link Trainer School for training pilots in radio navigation. After graduation in 1944 and a promotion to Corporal, she was sent to Miramar , a Marine Aviation Depot near San Diego . She trained pilots there and then a year later was sent on temporary assignment to North Island for more training. She returned to Miramar and was promoted to Sergeant. She received an Honorable Discharge from the Marine Corp. in January, 1946. 

Janet wanted to be an Airline Stewardess. but at 5 ft. 6 in. she was too tall. She worked in an insurance office and then was employed at the Cooperative Wind Tunnel in Pasadena , which was the predecessor to the Jet Propulsion Laboratory. 

Janet met her husband, Hank Shaw, on a blind date with friends. the four of them went bowling together. Hank bowled her over, and they were engaged 7 weeks later and married in 1948. Hank was employed at Hayward Scientific Glass as Director of Personnel and Safety. He later became a Realtor. Janet then became a housewife and the mother of one son and two daughters. Her children and eight grandchildren all live in southern California . 

Dick is a stockbroker. He, his wife, and their two teenagers live in Big Bear Lake . 

Katie lives in Huntington Beach and has two grown daughters. She is the Parish Nurse at St. James Episcopal Church on Via Lido. She is involved in the Angelmans Foundation as she has a daughter with Angelmans Syndrome. 

Christy also lives in Huntington Beach with her husband, and their two daughters ages 12 and 7 years and twin sons 10 years old. She is very involved in volunteer activities at St. James Episcopal Church and in her childrens’ activities. 

Hank's parents bought two lots on Lido Isle for a few hundred dollars a lot and built a home in 1938 on the lots. Janet and Hank built a home on one of the lots in 1968. Hank Shaw died of cancer in 1983.

CARTER FORD - Newport Harbor 's Yachtsman of The Year 

Award Returns to Lido Isle Yacht Club after a 20-year absence 

On May 8, 2004, LIYC's Carter Ford received the prestigious Edward F. Kennedy Memorial Trophy as the Newport Harbor Outstanding Yachtsman of the Year. At the ceremony with him was Lido 's other winner SC Ted Hinshaw. The Kennedy award honors the man or woman who have most contributed to yachting in the Newport area. It is based on not only on their work in local sailing activities, but also their activities that reflect favorably on Newport Harbor area, their outstanding acts of sportsmanship and Corinthian aspects of yachting. 

The presentation occurred at the Opening Day ceremony of Bahia Corinthian Yacht Club (BCYC). Due to the strict rules of this award, Carter's selection could not be announced before hand, not even at the LIYC Opening Day that took place two hours before BCYC's. He was notified earlier in the week, but even while fulfilling his duties at our Opening Day, Carter could not tell anyone about his upcoming award. 

The award was first presented in 1984. That year Lido Isle Yacht Club's SC Ted Hinshaw became the first honoree. This Month's Wine Tip

Here's a truism for you: "Most white wines are served too cold and most red wines are served too warm." And that doesn't even account for storage. 

Go to many restaurants and you will find this to be the case. I suspect it may be the case for some of you at home. 

First, I should mention storage. While one is fortunate to have a cellar or a wine cooler, it is not necessary to keep wines at so-called cellar temperatures unless you are serious about collecting and keeping fine wines. Even then, the most important thing is consistency. A wine stored at 70 degrees for a few years will be fine. The problem is if the room in which it is kept reaches temperatures of 75 to 80 degrees ore more. This can cause rapid deterioration. Keeping wine at the bottom of a cool inside closet usually does the trick. Just don't keep it in the cupboard above the stove! 

It is generally not a good idea to refrigerate white wines for long periods of time-a week or so is okay. They can become "numb" and won't produce the best flavors or aroma. There is the story of the ship which sank in the Baltic Sea around 1910 and which was recently discovered to have a load of very intact bottles of Moet Champagne , 1908 vintage. The stuff had sat at the bottom of the sea for nine decades at 35-40 degrees and reputedly was actually quite good-after it had a chance to warm up a bit. Last I heard the bottles were available at about $1000 each. 

While Champagne can probably never be served too cold for me, I find that Chardonnay is usually best at "cellar temperature"-around 60 degrees; any colder and you just don't get to enjoy all the rich flavors and aromas. If you have chilled it in the fridge, let the bottle sit out about 30 minutes before pouring. In fact, go ahead and keep two bottles of your favorite Chardonnay, side by side. Take one out and let it sit for a while and keep the other in the fridge. Then sample them simultaneously and taste the difference. Reislings and Sauvignon Blancs can be colder but not to the point where the glass fogs up. 

A red wine not kept in a cellar might actually benefit about 30 minutes in the fridge before serving. It's also a good idea to let it "breathe" by taking the cork out or even decanting it. The circumstances in which one serves a wine, as in the temperature, the shape and size of the glass, as well as the food it is served with, can make a big difference in how it tastes and how well you enjoy it. 

POINTS OF SAIL 

LIYC Member is the reason West Coast 

Colleges, High Schools and Yacht Clubs race FJ sailboats 

Forty years ago, the racing and training sailboat of choice on the West Coast was the Layman 10. Colleges, High Schools and Yacht Clubs used the boat. But that was about to change. Carter Ford had just arrived on the Stanford University Campus for his graduate studies and the University was looking for someone to lead their sailing program. Since Carter had coached the Harvard Sailing Team, he was a natural choice. He was named the Founding Commodore for the Stanford Sailing Association in 1963. 

Carter quickly began to organize the sailing program and one of his first challenges was to select a fleet of boats. To know one's surprise who knows him, Carter didn't simply order some boats, but decided to test a number of different boats and analyze how each would fit for the club. After researching and testing, he narrowed the choices down to the 420 (sailed on the East Coast) and the FJ, a boat designed and sailed in Europe as a trainer for the famous Flying Dutchman racing yacht. After more trials, including ease of righting the boat if it capsized and that it allowed both crew and skipper to have nearly equal roles in the boats sailing efficiency. Carter's decision was to use the FJ. 

Once the choice was made, he knew that the 'ease of access' for the boats directly affected the amount of use the boats would receive, so he designed and oversaw the construction of a pier, a floating dock and a dolly system to simplify boat launching on the lake right on campus. Each day students walked by the lake between classes. To assure that the boats would be used all week long, he convinced the University to invite not only the students into the Club, but also the Stanford Professors and staff. 

Besides fielding a sailing team, the University also acted on Carter's suggestion of adding sailing to the P.E. program and providing instruction for adults. Within a year, membership reached 500! Soon, they began hosting the California Intercollegiate Association Championships and there after the Pacific Coast Intercollegiate Yacht Association selected the FJ as the boat of choice. College after college switched from Layman boats to the FJ's and soon schools up and down the West Coast were sailing the FJ. Within a few years, high school racing programs began and they too choose to sail the FJ. Yacht Clubs followed the lead and purchased FJ's. Four decades later CFJ's (a slightly modified current version of the FJ) are still the choice for the West Coast colleges, high schools and yacht clubs. 

From the beginning Carter's vision and goal was to have a permanent boat and club house for the Stanford Club and now forty years later the brand new Stanford Sailing Association building is complete. Located in Redwood City, giving sailors access to the San Francisco Bay, the club not only has a beautiful two story clubhouse with storage so the FJ's can be stored with masts up, but also an endowment to keep the Club running. At the opening ceremony Carter for his role in founding the Association. 

Many Lido residents have participated in the Stanford sailing program while studying at Stanford, including Jennifer Porter , (a senior Sailing Team member this year), or have participated in regattas hosted by Stanford for collegiate and high school sailors. 

Carter said, "What's really important to me is that thanks to the love, support and involvement of my parents for my love of sailing, none of this would have been possible." And just to show the Stanford Sailing Association he hasn't lost any of his sailing talents, he went out in the CFJ that day and won the Master Division race! So, next time you see a race of CFJ's out in the harbor, you now know that one Lido Isle Yacht Club member's decision forty years ago is the reason the boats are out there.

I'm back! Apparently my November column was lost at sea. (The hazards of yacht clubbing, I suppose) 

December and early January are times of celebration and festivities. And the most festive wine of all is Champagne , the only wine varietal which was ever the theme of a Broadway show tune ("The Night They Invented Champagne," from Gigi ) 

Anyway, I must first point out that Champagne is a region in France and only the French make " Champagne ". Otherwise one must call it 'bubbly' or sparkling wine. 

Speaking of sparkles, according to Dennis Overstreet's book, a typical glass of Champagne has no less than fifty million bubbles. 

The best place to go for good Champagne is, of course, Overstreet's Wine Merchant. They have all the great brands. Some of them can be had by the taste at their wine bar. Recently. I picked up a cute little six-pack of Moet--last time I checked they were out (It was such a great deal!), but they may get in more by the holidays. If not, try the Tattinger or the Piper Heidsick. 

Another great buy is Veuve Cliquot. This Champagne has an interesting story dating back to 19th Century France. Veuve means 'widow' in French. When the old man died, Mme Cliquot, still in her twenties, had to run the business by herself, in spite of all the men who told her she should sell out and let them take it over. She paid no heed to their advice and went on to become one of the most successful and innovative Champagne producers ever! 

The other great legend about Champagne surrounds the French 17th Century monk who "invented" it. Champagne was the accidental result of a secondary fermentation process, which, so the story goes, Dom Perignon discovered when he drank some of the liquid and said, "I am drinking stars!" Reminds me of when I closed escrow and my sister Melody, my agent Sharon Grimes, and I shared a celebratory bottle of the '85 Dom Perignon. You should' been there!

This Month's Wine Tip 

From Len Davis - LIYC Wine Steward 

You may have noticed that most wines come either in a cylinder shaped bottle with shoulders below the neck or a slightly wider bottle with a gentle slope from the neck down. (There are other shapes as well, but these are the most common) This comes from the French tradition; in Bordeaux , all the bottles are the former style while the Burgundy/Rhone River region uses the latter. In France , the grape varietals are determined by which region the wine is from. White Bordeaux wines are primarily sauvignon Blanc (AKA fume Blanc) and Semillon which is used for the sweeter dessert wines from Sauternes. Red Bordeaux are usually some combination of merlot and cabernet sauvignon-with some petite verdot, cabernet franc, and malbec added in. (If you're already confused, understand that there are some 50,000 grape varietals out there of which most people may drink around a dozen.) Burgundy whites are always chardonnay or Chablis and the reds are pinot noir and gamay. Farther south in the Rhone valley, you will find syrah (AKA Shiraz ) and some other grapes. In France , centuries of wine making tradition and government regulations make it impossible to produce varietals that do not conform to these rules. Thus French wines almost never reveal the grape varietals on the bottle. California wines always show the grape type on the label and also tend to use the conforming shaped bottles used in France -as do most producers in other countries. While you will find exceptions, merlot, cabernet sauvignon, and sauvignon Blanc will always be sold in the Bordeaux style bottle while your chardonnays and pinot noirs-and syrahs as well-are sold in the Burgundy style bottle. While French winemakers pretty much stick to the varietals of their region, California wineries often have a full line of virtually every varietal there is. My pick for one of the best multi-varietal collection is probably Eberle, located in Paso Robles. Just about anything with the Eberle name on it (cabernet, merlot, Shiraz , zinfandel, chardonnay, viognier, sauvignon Blanc) is good. 

If YOU are interested in a great trip to Napa Valley and going to the best places--including Opus One, please call me and wewill work out a trip sometime next year in mid-April. The price will be around $1200. Call Len at 645-3066.

Seven years ago they were adopted by the Novosibirsk Philharmonic Society and designated a "state orchestra." How did they get to Lido ? Well, RC Phil Ramer's nephew, Kirk Ramer, married Boris's daughter. Kirk's son is Phil's great-nephew and Boris' grandson. Recently, the noted wine critic Robert L. Balzer, came to my home for dinner. I was delighted to find that he brought a 1999 Opus One (Retail $150) If you've never had an Opus, the best deal is to come with me to the winery where I can get you in for free (There is the matter of airfare to the place) and you can taste it for yourself. Failing that, the best place to buy is probably Long's Drugs in Costa Mesa . That being said, you DON'T have to pay over a hundred bucks for a good wine. (Does anyone refer to Opus as "Hundred Buck Plus Opus"?) At the same dinner party, I opened an Australian Shiraz from Massoni, 1997. It was fabulous. The guests rated the wines and it actually beat the Opus One, winning 18.3 to 17.9 (on a 0-20 scale). The cost? About $15 about three years ago. That being said, even I can't find anymore to be had anywhere. Just goes to show that price and pedigree don't always translate to the degree of enjoyment. If there's a wine out there you like, even if it is Two Buck Chuck, drink and enjoy. But if you come to my house, go ahead and bring the Opus One. Neither of us will be disappointed. 

POINTS OF SAIL 

A River Runs Through It 

Peter Putnam's TransPac Adventure 

Imagine yourself over 100 miles out into the Pacific Ocean with only one other person on your sailboat. The seas are rough and the wind is blowing over 20 knots. You're in a race to Hawaii (your first time ever doing this) and you suddenly find a leak in your boat. A leak that has already brought over 30 gallons of salt water inside your cabin and not a single other boat in site in any direction. That's the situation LIYC member Peter Putnam found himself in July 5, 2003 . How did he get here and what will he do? 

About 4 years ago, Peter was riding his bicycle by the boat garden and stopped to say hello to Carter Ford . Peter had lived on Lido since about 1993, but had not gotten involved in sailing. "I learned to fly at a young age. My father was a pilot. I remember going to a hobby store and buying a model plane. On the way home we passed an airport that had a sign for Ground School . I enrolled right away and never did get the model assembled," Peter said. Soon he was flying, and he continues today. Peter has delivered small planes to all parts of the world, from South Africa to Australia . 

"I had a goal at the time to either fly or get a sail around the world," Peter told me. Carter convinced Peter to try the Laser class that was coming up. "I was black and blue from the wrist to the shoulder on both arms," he remembers. "I began taking all the classes at OCC Sailing School . I bought a laser and then an Islander 24 and I started sailing with a friend whenever I had the chance." Peter then had an opportunity to help someone deliver a sailboat from Tahiti to Miami . "That's when I decided to fly around the world in stead of sail," Peter said. "From The Marqueses to the Galapagos Islands we spent 28 straight days on a Starboard Tack. I couldn't imagine that I would want to do that again." 

Peter enjoys the tactical and navigational challenges of sailing. He did a few of the beer can races in the harbor, but only going around a couple marks in a fairly enclosed space, just didn't excite him. Then at a Wednesday luncheon at the Newport Yacht Club, the speaker talked about his experience of double handed (two people only) sailing in the TransPac race. He was hooked. 

So, in less than 3 years, Peter went from the LIYC Laser class to purchasing a J Boat 125 sailboat "Lucky Dog" and began preparations. "I had to really hone my sailing skills, navigation, communication and weather skills. It takes about a year to get ready for the Transpac ( Long Beach to Hawaii ). I also had to add some equipment to the boat and rig it for two people." 

After a few shorter races around Catalina and the Ensenada Race, Peter and his partner sailed up to Long Beach on July 4 to start the TransPac. "I had just gotten married to Elsa in May and here I was two months later taking off for 6 weeks (2 weeks to get there, one week of parties and fun in Hawaii, then 3 weeks to get back!), so I felt pretty bad, but she was great about it." Sixty boats entered the race with only three entries trying the race with only two people. Everything was going well the first day. "As evening approached I could still see a few boats on the horizon and after dark I saw the faint running lights, but by morning you couldn't see anyone." 

The next morning, the wind was up to 20 knots and the seas had gotten rough. The boat was healed up and moving well when Peter was called down into the cabin. "We lifted up the lid on one compartment and it was filled with water. We looked in the two compartments beside it and they were also filled. We looked further back and saw a leak where the shaft holding the rudder goes through the bottom of the boat. A river of water was racing through the center of the boat." They tried to fix it, but the leak was in a bearing that if it broke would not only leave a hole in the boat, but they'd lose their rudder. "Whenever we went over a wave a little geyser would shoot up from the hole." For a moment they considered continuing, but with the high winds and rough seas it was too dangerous. "I remember someone telling me that no leak ever gets better." So, after a year of preparation, Peter decided to turn back. 

"We took a different path to minimize the stress on the rudder and this along with some muscle power reduced the leaking. What I'm most disappointed about is that the boat that won our class was a J 125 just like mine, so we had a good chance." It has only been a few weeks since he returned, and he's undecided if he'll try again. I asked Peter what Elsa would tell me if I asked her if he'd race in the next TransPac. "I think she'd tell you yes."

This Month's Wine Tip

Anyone who has seen me sipping wine at tone of the clubhouse functions may have noticed my glass. I deny being either overly eccentric, or a wine snob. The fact is that it has been proven that the type of glass one drinks wine from does make a difference. I mean, would you drink champagne from a shot glass? 

Generally, there are three basic things to understand which should be easy to remember. First is the size of the glass. Smaller wine glasses do not allow for the aroma of the wine, the 'bouquet', enough room to develop and impact one's sense of smell - which has a direct bearing on taste. Second, never fill the glass above the widest point of the bowl - never ever to the brim! Third, avoid glasses with rolled-edge rims. The straightedge rims are far superior. They allow the wine to roll onto your tongue and improve the taste considerably in a fine wine. 

As for what glass to buy; there are dozens of shapes and sizes available. Aside from flutes for sparkling wines, the large tulip style glass is the best general-purpose vessel. I also like the large bowl brandy snifter shape for Pinot Noirs. The best brand is Reidel, which can be found at High Times, The Wine Merchant, and most other wine shops. You can keep your fancy, expensive, and heavy cut crystal Waterfords on the shelf for decoration or use them as water glasses. They are probably the worst thing to put wine in so far as tasting is concerned. The Reidel Vinum Series Bordeux glass is about $ 17.99. If you want better value, look for Speigelau, which looks almost identical, is a bit sturdier, and can be had for $ 5.99 at the Wine Club in Santa Ana. Cheers. 

POINTS OF SAIL 

SABOT RACING 

From The Sailors Point of View 

A brief history - The first Naples sabot was designed and built by Roy McCullugh and R. A. Violette, who lived in the Naples district of Long Beach, hence the name, Naples Sabot. It was based on a design they saw in Rudder Magazine. The first two boats were built in Mr. Violette's garage during World War II. More were built after the war, primarily for use as tenders for yachts. People who saw the sailing performance of the boat became interested, and the class began to grow. Juniors soon discovered the Sabot, and it quickly became the favored boat for teaching beginners to sail. Due to their lightweight, the juniors found they could easily beat their elders. The Naples Sabot One-design Assn. (INSA) was formed in 1946, divided into fleets for juniors (A, B, C, etc) plus a separate class for adults. The Sabots great 'coming out' event was at the Manning Series held here in Newport Harbor in 1947 when 29 Sabots competed. They've been a fixture in the harbor ever since. 

But to really learn about Sabots, you need to talk to the experts, the current LIYC sailors. Taking time out of their busy racing schedule, some of Lido's best Lauren Parrett (age 11), Max Richley (age 8 and 3 rd generation LIYC sabot sailor), Robin Gautschi (age 13), the Cappellini Twins - Jackie and Francesca (age 9), and Danny Bailey (age 8), sat down to shared their knowledge with us. 

"What's the best part about sailing sabots?" "Its real fun," said Jackie Cappellini. "It's lots of fun," added Francesca. "I like to hike out when I'm going up wind, that's really fun," said Danny. "I like hiking out the best, too," Max agreed. "I like being on the water and sailing with friends," said Robin. 

"Do you like to race?" "I won two races today, that's the best," responded Jackie. "I won one race, too and I like to be in the lead," said Francesca. "Racing is really fun because you meet a lot of new people. Even when we are racing I can talk to other kids. I'll say, 'hi, where are you from' and stuff'" Lauren told us. "Racing is cool, it can be a little scary at first if it is windy," said Max. "I just got a third place, that is really fun," added Danny. "Winning trophies is really cool, too," added Robin. 

"What should parents know about sailing sabots?" "They shouldn't worry about kids tipping over when it is windy. We have good teachers and they won't let anything happen," said Lauren. "Don't cleat the main sheet before you sail or the boat can tip over," adds Danny. "Parents don't know what's its like, but its fun," Francesca told us. "Yeah but sometimes they say you shouldn't cry, but sometimes you might anyway," Jackie said. "You should go with the wind, keep the sail trimmed, starboard has the 'right of way'," Lauren shares. "I need to watch my sail for a luff. Then pull in the sail or pull the tiller toward me. Start on Starboard tack and try not to let anyone block my wind." Max told us (obviously Mel and Buddy are teaching him well). "Oh, make sure you put the lea board down or you can turn over." Added the twins. "It teaches kids about sportsmanship and learning to do your best," Robin told us. 

"What else do you like about Sabots?" "Racing all the boys - and beating them sometimes," the twins agreed. "I like the Lido program at lot. Everyone is nice. I like to be around friends all day and they have cool trophies," Lauren told us. "Flipping can be fun sometimes 'cause you get to go swimming," whispers Max. "It can be scary when you are going up wind on a windy day, but when I get back to the dock I'm ready to go again!" Danny adds. 

And that's about all you really need to know to understand the Sabot.

POINTS OF SAIL 

Niblo's Folly? - Not! 

Possibly the most important boat on the Lido doesn't belong to any one person, but to the entire club - Niblo's Folly, the LIYC launch. The boat itself is only part of the story, but it's who and what it represents that make it so special. SC Derek Niblo, is a force to be reckoned with, a man who most people think has made the most significant contribution to both LIYC and Lido Isle. Derek and Cynthia Niblo came to the island in the mid 60's in an apartment on Via Antibes. Soon after they bought their home on Via Venezia, where they have lived for over nearly 40 years. They joined the LIYC in 1968. "We've got SC Roy and Louise Woolsey to thank for that," Derek said. "They kept telling us to sail our Lido 14 in the races." In the 35 years that have followed, Derek and Cynthia have blessed the club with service and hard work unmatched by most. 

"Well, in 1975, I was Commodore and SC Mel Grau, (Rear Commodore) and I thought the club needed a new, classic launch. The Yacht Club had a ski boat that was falling apart and it didn't really look like a yacht club launch. We hunted around and found a boat on the island that was in bad shape, but looked like a perfect launch." "If you used your imagination,," chided Cynthia. "We figured we could probably fix it up, so the club agreed to spend $ 2,000 and we bought it," continued Derek. " 

We got the engine rebuilt, had Shock put on the Red Deck, I built the new engine cover and we got it ready to go. We wanted it to really look the part and have it ready for races, so I knew we needed a mast. We hunted all over and found one lying behind the wall over at Antibes ' docks. We figured it was dumped there, so we went back, chopped off about 6 feet (it was too tall for the boat), painted it, added hardware to run up race flags and were all set." A couple weeks later, Beanie Gilchrist comes around saying he couldn't find his mast, " Derek chuckled. Maybe that's when the boat name first started. 

Derek and Cynthia raced their Lido 14 for decades. "We used to have a Commodores Ball in June, It was a formal, black tie affair. There was always a race that afternoon. One year we were leading the race coming up on the Leeward Mark. These races were very competitive with about 15 to 20 Lidos out there." "And I just got my hair done," Cynthia added. Derek continued "The sheets got caught up or something and suddenly we were tipping over and I started yelling to jump out, so we wouldn't turtle (the boat completely turned upside down)," "But I didn't want to get my hair wet, so couldn't care less what happened to the boat, so I just hung onto the boom to keep my hair out of the water," Cynthia added. "We lost the race, but Cynthia sure did look great at the party." 

"The club was a lot smaller back then, but we tried to do what we could to improve it." That maybe the biggest understatement in Lido history. Derek prefers to share credit with others, but a quick look at the projects he's been involved in since joining the club reveals his vast contributions. He's been responsible for numerous important improvements including: raising the LIYC rating from Junior to Senior Member of the SCYA, building the LIYC racing team sabot/laser trailer and building the original wood ramp to launch boats at the clubhouse. Derek later worked with Carter Ford to put in the concrete ramp we use today, building the patio area around the clubhouse, building the pilasters on the beach, redesigning the race tower, enclosing the Garden Room (it used to only be a outdoor patio). Recently Derek helped design and build the Genoa East Boat Garden Dock. "I'm proud of what we did there. We designed the dock with special cleats so that bigger boats can't dock there to be sure the sabots, lasers and lido 14's can always have room to use It.". He's been creating party decorations for decades. "My favorite was when we made a giant wave for a surf party, the guests had to crouch down and come through the pipeline to get into the room. Everybody always chipped in to help and we barely got it finished before the party started." 

Derek served on the LICA Architectural Committee for 18 years, and it was his demonstration using shoeboxes that helped convince Lido residence to adopt the 170% rule for on-the-water property. And he found time to design and raise the funds for the dock that is attached to the Nautical Museum . The launch may be named Niblo's Folly, but Derek Niblo's contributions to the people and the community of Lido Isle is anything but .

One that stands out (I bought a case of assorted items and am on their wine club list) is Adelaida Winery, a small producer (about 10,000 cases) of among other varietals, cabernet sauvignon, syrah, pinot noir, zinfandel, and chardonnay. Their chardonnay is one of the best anywhere, but is currently sold out. It will be available in a few months (2000 vintage). You must try their 1999 Viking vineyard syrah. I don't usually like syrahs, but this one has won me over. It is only available by calling the winery directly at 1-800-676-1232. Ask for Paul and tell him I sent you, or go online at www.adelaida.com . Wine club members pay $ 28, 30% off the regular price. Definitely a good reason to sign up.

Exposing The Legend of "Two Buck, Chuck"

Firesteed Pinot Grigiot (2000)

Wine tasting can not only be a fun experience but an educational one as well. There are local several places to go including Overstreet’s Wine Merchant on Via Lido which , as of late have been offering some wonderful sales on white Burgundy (French Chardonnay) amongst others. For an alternative to Chardonnay, try Firesteed Pinot Grigiot (2000) from Oregon, currently available at Overstreet’s. If you attended the Men’s Club Duck Ball, it was one of the wines featured there. The cost is a bargain at only $ 7.50 a bottle!

POINTS OF SAIL

Laser – the little boat that has made a big impact on Lido Isle

Did you know that from 1990 to today, every LIYC commodore (except two) have owned a Laser sailboat? Only 13’10” long and 4’ 6” wide, this boat has not only become a Lido Isle favorite, but also the leading racer. Over 100,000 Lasers have been sold in the USA and 76,000 more around the rest of the world, making it the sales leader of all sail boats made! It is raced here on Lido in many of our regattas and it is raced in the Olympics as well.

We caught up with Port Captain Carter Ford, a very successful Laser sailor, to learn more about the Lasers impact on the island. “In the last few decades the Laser has been the backbone of LIYC”, he said. The boat appears on the cover of the current LIYC member directory. That Laser was owned by C Dave Lamb at the time the painting was done. Dave bought the boat from Callie Rutter and later sold it to SC Phil Gautschi. The painting was done by Marion Messinger, the Grandmother of one of the sailors, Cameron McClaren. The painting was purchased at the Jr. Sailing auction by SC Mike Baginski a fellow Laser sailor. 

Carter’s Lido/Laser relationship began in 1989 when he brought two Lasers to a Friday Night race. SC Mike and Virginia O’Brien’s daughter Sharon enjoyed the boat so much, she asked if they were coming back the next Friday. Sharon owned a boat the next week. Soon, two more Lasers were donated to LIYC and the Laser fleet began growing. Carter began teaching classes on Laser sailing and then he found used Laser boats, fixed them up and sold them to students in the class. In the next three years more than 20 Lasers were bought by island residents. Carter even taught a ladies-only clinic (which was his favorite classes). HSC Judy Franco was instrumental with her work on the race committee to set races up for Lasers.

Many island residents have helped make the boat popular here including: Carolyn Spooner, Ann Hatton, SC Roy Woolsey, Roger Lockhart, John Oyler, SC Marty Lockney, SC Mitch Barker, Don Benedict, Randy Crooner, Tom Mitchell, Peter Putnam, SC Bob Yates and SC Dave Tingler. “It’s a boat that anyone can sail”, says Carter, “We have sailors aged from 10 to 80 racing and sailing the Laser. It is a great boat to sail. And, yes, it is true that we have had 11 of the last 13 Commodores own a Laser. We joke that if you are foolish enough to get into Lasers, you are the perfect candidate to become a Commodore.”
